Mathematics

The Mathematics Department is excited to provide our students with more options
that lead to higher levels of mathematics as well as deepening each student's
understanding of mathematics to prepare them for success in college and beyond.

OPTION 1: Individually Paced Math Program
Our individually paced math program (Algebra 1, Geometry, Algebra 2, Trigonometry
—all with an Honors mastery based component) is based on the belief that students
can achieve any level of math success they want if:
« they are given the freedom to learn at their own pace,
. they are empowered to believe that they have the ability to be successful in math
and that there is no such thing as a “math person” and
« they are provided with challenging, deep and inter-connected math tasks that
allow them to struggle, persevere, discover and grow.

Last year, more than 15% of our students completed two years of math in one year.

OPTION 2: Teacher Directed Math Class

For students who need a little more structure, a more traditional teacher-led
classroom, or who are starting at the beginning of a course with goals of completing
that course in a school year, we have teacher-led options in Algebra 1, Geometry,
Algebra 2 or Algebra 2 Foundations, and Pre-Calculus.

Modern Language

The Modern Language Department at Carondelet prepares students to communicate
authentically in French, Spanish, and American Sign Language. In their Modern
Language classes, students are immersed in a variety of communicative and culturally
responsive activities designed to develop their listening, reading, speaking, and
writing skills. Italian and Latin are available on De La Salle's campus.

Beyond the two years of language required for graduation, students are encouraged
to continue their study for the third year (levels 3 and 3 honors) and the fourth year
(level 4, 4 honors, and Advanced Placement) and obtain the Seal of Biliteracy.

Outside the classroom, language students can participate in a variety of clubs. Some
years, optional trips abroad offer students the opportunity to use their language skills
in France or Spain, and immerse themselves in the cultures with peers and locals.

Science

The Science Department strives to ignite a desire to explore the unknown. Our
courses are designed to cultivate intellectual independence through inquiry,
direct experience, and collaboration to prepare responsible citizens to
innovate in an increasingly complex world.

The program begins with Physics, which introduces students to phenomena
and leads them through investigations that help them construct explanations
using data analysis. Study continues with examination of the physical world
through Chemistry. Extensive experimentation in the lab allows the students to
connect the theoretical concepts with practical analysis. The final required year
allows students to apply their background in physical sciences to the life
sciences by studying Biology. Students are challenged to ask questions about
the world around them and investigate concepts ranging from ecosystem
biology, organismal biology, cellular biology, and molecular biology.

Additionally, our AP and elective courses showcase our teachers’ experience.
Many of our faculty have been involved in science careers in various industries
before they embraced high school education.
